Adyvice for visitors: traditional life in England

When I went to England, I enjoyed my stay. But I noticed so many
different traditions.

For example, the man and the woman can’t see each
other the night before the wedding. Then the woman mustn’t arrive at the
church on time but a few minutes late. And at the party after the wedding, the
woman throws her flowers over her shoulder. The girl who catches them will

be next to get married! It was all very strange but it was great fun!

PARIS

Paris is the capital and largest city of France, situated on the River
Seine.

During the Renaissance, some of the greatest
painters of all time lived and worked in Florence. Many of Florence’s most
beautiful paintings and sculptures were produced by great artists such as
Leonardo da Vinci and Michelangelo. Florence is visited each year by about
a million tourists who come to see the art galleries, churches and museums.
The Uffizi Palace is the most famous art gallery in the city.

ATHENS

Athens, the capital of Greece, is known as the birthplace of Western
civilization. Two thousand four hundred years ago, it was the world’s most
powerful city.

The first time I ate British food I was in the canteen of a London
publisher. Some people just sat down on the sofa to eat. I was amazed
at their easy and graceful manner while I stood there feeling somewhat
confused by the food. At the counter there were colorful mixtures in eight
or nine big boxes. It was quite hard to make out what they contained.
The waiter put these foods inside bread or potatoes according to people’s
requirements. I still remember what I ate: a tuna fish and cheese sandwich.
It didn’t actually taste bad, but to me the cold fish, cold cheese, and even
the bread from the fridge, was a meal that would make you feel cold
inside. Later, I found out that British people like cold food. Their salad, for
example, is made from vegetables which are only washed before serving,
while Chinese food is prepared more carefully. The Chinese have a fixed
phrase “cold leftovers”. Cold food means poverty — you don’t give it to a
guest! No wonder Westerners like Chinese food.

I also learned that the English like to mix food before serving it at the

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table. I once ordered mushroom soup in a restaurant and was astonished
when it was brought to the table. It seemed to be just a bowl of grey liquid
and it was only after I had tasted it that I knew it was actually cooked with
mushrooms. The things inside sandwiches and baked potatoes are also
various kinds of mashed food, like the fillings of jiaozi in Beijing. The
food here goes against the Chinese sense of beauty and style at the dinner
table. Chinese dishes can be photographed and have a nice appearance. We
would never mash food into an unrecognizable shape.

What’s more, the names of many kinds of English food are hard to
remember. In fact, they often use French or Italian words. But one thing I
do admire is the polite manner in which British people eat, even if it is just

a potato.

Vienna is the centre of European\classical music

Vienna is a beautiful old city on the river Danube. It’s the capital of
Austria and the centre of European classical music. From 1750 a lot of
composers and musicians came to study and work in Vienna. The most
famous family of musicians was the Strauss family.

There were two composers called Johann Strauss: a father and a son.
The father, Johann Strauss the elder, wrote and played music for a classical
dance — a waltz. His waltzes made him famous all over Europe.

The son, Johann Strauss the younger, was even more successful and
popular than his father. He wrote more than 400 waltzes and his most
famous one was The Blue Danube. He wrote it in 1867. Strauss and
Mozart were two of the most important composers.

Mozart was born in Austria in 1756. Before he was six he played
not only the piano, but also the violin and the organ. His family took him
around Europe and he gave concerts in many cities. He wrote his first
opera at the age of 12 and hundreds of beautiful pieces of music for the
classical orchestra. But he died in 1791 when he was only 35. Some people

say he was the greatest European composer.

My First Ride on a Train

My name is Alice Thampson. I come from Sydney, Australia and I’'m
18 years old. Recently I had my first ride on a long-distance train. And
what a ride! A friend and I travelled on the famous Ghan train. We got on
in Sydney and we got off in Alice Springs, right in the middle of Australia,
more than four thousand kilometres away. We spent two days and nights
on the train.

The train was wonderful and the food was great. We ate great meals
cooked by experts! For the first few hundred kilometres of the journey, the
scenery was very colourful. There were fields and the soil was dark red.

After that, it was desert. The sun shone, there was no wind and there were
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no clouds in the sky. Suddenly, it looked like a place from another
time. We saw abandoned farms which were built more than a hundred
years ago.

The train was comfortable and the people were nice. During the
day, I sat and looked out of the window, and sometimes talked to other
passengers. I read books and listened to my Chinese cassettes (I’m
studying Chinese at school). One night, at about midnight, I watched the
night sky for about an hour. The stars shone like diamonds.

Why is the train called the Ghan? A long time ago, Australians needed
a way to travel to the middle of the country. They tried riding horses,
but the horses didn’t like the hot weather and sand. A hundred and fifty
years ago, they brought some camels from Afghanistan. Ghan is short for
Afghanistan.

Camels were much better than horses for travelling a long distance.
For many years, trained camels carried food and other supplies, and
returned with wool and other products.

The Afghans and their camels did this until the 1920s. Then the
government built a new railway line, so they didn’t need the camels any more.
In 1925, they passed a law which allowed people to shoot the animals if they
were a problem. In 1935, the police in a town shot 153 camels in one day.

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Saving the Antelopes

On a freezing cold day in January 1994, Jiesang Suonandajie found
what he was looking for — a group of poachers who were killing the
endangered Tibetan antelope. Jiesang knew he had to move quickly. He
shouted to the poachers to put down their guns. Although surprised, the
poachers had an advantage — there were more of them. In the battle which
followed Jiesang was shot and killed. When his frozen body was found
hours later, he was still hf?l‘{i,‘}g his gun. He had given his life to save the
Tibetan antelope. .

At the beginning of the twentieth century, there were millions of
antelopes on the Qinghai-Tibetan Plateau. By the 1990s the number had
fallen to about 50,000. The reason is simple: the wool of the Tibetan
antelope is the most expensive in the world. It is soft, and warm — the
ideal coat for an animal which has to survive at high altitudes. A shawl
made from the wool (known as “shahtoosh”, or “king of wools” in Persian)
can sell for five thousand dollars. For poachers the profits can be huge.

Often working at night, the poachers shoot whole herds of antelopes
at a time, leaving only the babies, whose wool is not worth so much. The
animals are skinned on the spot and the wool taken to India, where it is made
into the shawls. From there, it is exported to rich countries in North America
and Europe. The business is completely illegal — there has been a ban on
the trade since 1975. But in the 1990s the shawls came into fashion among
rich people. A police raid on a shop in London found 138 shawls. About 1,000
antelopes — or 2 per cent of the world’s population — had been killed to
make them.

In the 1990s the Chinese government began to take an active part in

protecting the antelopes in the Hoh Xil Nature Reserve — the huge national
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park on the Qinghai-Tibetan Plateau, which is the main habitat of the
antelopes. Over the next ten years about 3,000 poachers were caught and
300 vehicles confiscated. Sometimes there were gunfights, like the one in
which Jiesang Suonandajie was killed.

But today the government seems to be winning the battle. The
number of poachers has fallen. The small group of officials who work in
the reserve are helped by volunteers who come from all over the country,
and who are ready for the difficult conditions of life at 5,000 metres.
Meanwhile, in those countries where the shawls are sold, police are getting
tough with the dealers. International co-operation seems to be working.

Since 1997 the antelope population has slowly begun to grow again.

Passport Control

If you are arriving at London Heathrow Airport and are not
transferring to another flight outside Britain or Northern Ireland, you must
pass through Passport Control and Customs immediately after leaving
your plane. If you are not British or a citizen of the European Community,
you must fill out a special form before your passport is examined. This
form is called a landing card and should be given to you during the flight
to London.

After landing, follow the ARRIVALS signs. Make sure you are in the
right channel when you reach Passport Control. There is one channel for
holders of European Community passports, and a second channel marked

“Other passports”.

Customs
All passengers must pass through Customs after Passport Control.
There is a choice of two channels, Green and Red. If you have nothing to

declare, go through the Green Channel. If you are not sure about your
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Duty Free allowance, or if you have something to declare, go through the
Red Channel. If you go through the Green Channel, you must be stopped

and asked to open your luggage for inspection.
